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Herbicide mixing instructions

Mix powder with 10 litres of water.  For best results use a paint-mixing drill or similar.  The mixture should remain stable for at least an hour, but it is recommended that during use it is agitated by shaking or stirring at least every 30 minutes.
Directions for use:

Formula 4® is for the spot-control of scattered wilding pine trees.    Formula 4® is not recommended for use in controlling dense, continuous thickets of wilding pines.  Apply the stated dose of Formula 4® to the base of the main tree trunk or stump of the wilding tree, with a single nozzle drench-gun or similar.  It is not necessary to cut the tree down, spray the foliage, nor score the bark of the tree, as the herbicide is absorbed through the roots.  Do not spray Formula 4® on the foliage, or apply in the ground near the tree.  On steeply sloping areas, apply Formula 4® to the upper-slope side of the tree trunk.   Effects may take up to three months to appear, and may not become apparent until the chemical has been carried to the root zone of the tree by rainfall or other moisture.  For best results, apply Formula 4® between the months of October and February (inclusive).  
Do not apply during, or within 12 hours of, moderate or heavy rainfall.  Do not apply in boggy or swampy ground.

Do not apply more than 12 kg (120 litres) of Formula 4® per hectare.  Allow two months to elapse before re-applying to a treated area.
Formula 4® is not recommended for use against trees with a main-stem trunk dbh (diameter at breast-height) exceeding 10 cm.
Active ingredient: 

Formula 4® contains Bromacil in the form of a wettable powder.
Precautions:

Other precautions:  Do not apply to drains, ditches or irrigation channels unless they are dry.  Allow two months to elapse before re-applying to a treated area.  Do not apply or clean equipment near desirable trees, crops, ornamentals, lawns, conservation plantings or other similar vegetation, nor in locations where the chemical could be transported through groundwater to desirable vegetation.  Do not use in areas commonly used by the general public (e.g. public campgrounds).  Do not mix with other chemicals, including other herbicides, fungicides, fertilisers or insecticides.  Thoroughly clean all equipment with cold water immediately after use.  Thoroughly flush containers, applicators and nozzles with water after use.  Avoid allowing the dry powder or liquid to drift or run-off towards desirable plants.
